VI. CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION 

6.1 Participant accreditation fee is 50 euros; the athletes have to fill out and and sign registration licence 

(Annex No.1) and send it to email info@grappling lt together with a photo. 

6.2 Team registration fee is 100.00 euros; the team has to fill out “the application of team members” (Annex 

No.2).

6.4 Travel expenses of athletes, coaches shall be covered by the referring organisation. 

6.5 The referring organisation and coach are responsible for the health and safety of the participants in the 

competition. During the competition, only the necessary first aid will be provided. 

6.6 It is recommended that the participants of the competition would have health insurance. 

 

  VII. ACCOMMODATION 

7.1Hotels of the competition: organisers of the championship recommend the hotel “Europa City Vilnius”,

No. 3) and a photo by 22 October 2018.
